Potentially preventable deaths declined during 2010
2014 for three of the five leading causes of death:
diseases of the heart, cancer, and stroke.

No change was observed for potentially preventable
deaths from chronic lower respiratory disease.

Potentially preventable deaths from unintentional
injuries increased from 2010 to 2014.
